Manufacturing Grant Program

Last session the Legislature passed Act 215, which authorizes up to $2
million in grants to manufacturing companies in Hawai'i, for (1) Purchase
of manufacturing equipment; (2) Training of employees on the use of
new manufacturing equipment; (3) Improving existing energy efficiency
or (4) The cost of feasibility studies.

The Hawai‘i SBDC O‘ahu Office is collaborating with High Tech
Development Corporation in the rollout of this important initiative, and
for application review and grant awards.
